Article lll, Section 3. Be amended to read:
Sec 3. TERM OF OFFICE

a. The International Officers shall serve for a term of office of two (2) years or
(1) Until their successors are elected or appointed in accordance with the
Constitution.
or

Until they have served a maximum of five (5) 2-year terms.

b. An International Officer may be removed from office without assigning cause by the
unanimous vote of the International Officers exclusive of the vote of the officer who is
the subject of the action.

C. International Officers shall serve not more than five (5) two-year terms (10 years), either
consecutively or non-consecutively, on International Council in any combination of
service/role (i.e. President or Vice President).

d. The President may serve no more than three (3) two-year terms, either consecutively or
non-consecutively.

e. International Council Officers appointed to International Council shall be subject to term
limits in accordance with the Constitution and Standing Rules.

(1) If an International Council Officer is appointed within one calendar year from the
date of International Council Installation, her service shall be considered a full
term.

(2) If an International Council Officer is appointed after one calendar year from the
date of International Council Installation, her service shall not be considered a full
term, and therefore is not credited toward cumulative years served.
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
